He 

was an active member of the LDS church serving in the scouting program as stake scouting 

secretary for 17 years. He didn't like to hunt, fish or travel therefore he was always there for 

his grand children. He loved his family and they loved him. He will be greatly missed by 

many. 

 

He passed away on July 2, 2002 in St. George, UT. I really miss my great grandpa. My 

memories of him is I liked to put silly girl hats on him and play with his hair putting bows 

with flowers. Other memories is he would sit in his lazy chair and listen to slow easy music. 

He enjoyed taking drives up to Pine Valley to see his sister, Dixie. He really liked to eat. He 

was always caught taking a treat from the families homes. He was a really good man, good 

husband to Great Grandma. He was a good Grandpa and Great to his grandchildren. I will 

always keep memories of my Great Grandpa as the "Candy man" from Judd's Store.
